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Weather Briefing
· Decoding weather data is NOT enough

· Analysis of weather situation required

· Visualize complete weather situation

· Understand causes an evolution

· Anticipate aviation weather hazards

· Ability to make an informed weather decision

Answering the Four “W’s”

· Where is the weather occurring?

· What type of weather is occurring?

· Why is this weather occurring?

· When will this weather affect my flight region?

Getting a Good Weather Briefing

· Relies on you providing the briefer with the information then need:

· Type of flight – IFR or VFR

· Aircraft ID or Pilot Name

· Aircraft Type

· Departure Point

· Proposed Departure Time

· Flight Altitude

· Route

· Destination

· Estimated Time En Route

Standard Briefing

· Adverse Conditions

· VFR Flight not recommended

· Synopsis

· Current Conditions

· En Route forecast

· Destination forecast

· Winds Aloft forecast

· NOTAMS

· ATC Delays

· Pilot Requested:

· Published NOTAMS

· Military Training Routes

Abbreviated Briefing

· At Pilot Request

· To supplement briefing data obtained elsewhere

· To update a previous briefing

· Limited request

Outlook Briefing

· Departure time more than 6 hours away

· Limited to applicable forecast data
